The annual CGAPA general membership meeting opened at 1445 when President Dom DiIulio welcomed members.

· Various levels of membership were explained: local chapter, alumni-associate member, and national chapter.  Each level is available to provide parent-to-parent support.  There are 14 members-at-large, 14 Chapter Presidents on the council.

· Goal is to think nationally and act locally.

· Theme for this year:  Act today, plan for the future.  This will be accomplished by: funding current cadet activity requests, increasing the Cadet Activities Endowment fund and supporting cadet transportation for the future.

· Academy Administration will announce the Livery Service 3-year contract to begin on 15 OCT 04 for an annual cost of $150K.

· PA plans to raise $50K to start a Cadet Transportation Endowment, will also improve cadet activities endowment from $65K to  $100K this year.

· Last year there was an average donation of $126 per family.  We can do better.  Challenge parents to contribute to betterment of today’s cadet and cadets of the future.

Mr. Pete Dane, Alumni Association representative:

· The alumni association provides financial management support for the Parents Association.

· New alumni building will have a Parents Association meeting room.  Groundbreaking for the new building should take place in two weeks.

· Funds raised are for “margin of excellence”; there are 130 categories for donations.

· Consider the 1% pledge, donate $2500 over four years, this is 1% of the educational value of a $250K academy education.

· Alumni are focusing on more expensive requests; the parents association usually focuses on day-to-day needs.

· Work together toward the goal of enriching all cadets.

Business: Vote for Member-at-Large slate for 03-05 and 04-06.  A motion to accept the slate was made, seconded and approved by voice vote.
